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The regatta Organising Committee will be making a number of boats available for charter for the Championships. The classes are the standard Access 303W and Access 2.3. The Organising Committee will undertake to prepare boats to a good standard and to arrange appropriate insurance.
Competitors must supply their own sails, correctly marked up in accordance with the class rules by displaying national letters and a unique sail number of a boat registered in the competitor’s country of residence or nationality.
Unfortunately, it is not possible to supply boats with electrical servo assistance. Competitors may bring with them, and fit, any other additional equipment which compensates for a disability and/or is within the class rules, as long as this does not involve drilling or making holes in any part of the chartered boat’s hull or equipment.  If in doubt, the Organising Committee must be consulted before equipment is fitted.
Boats may only be chartered by competitors who are not resident in Europe at the following rates:
